     In her book, God`s Story: Finding Meaning for Your Life through Knowing God , Anne Graham Lotz de-
scribed the pathos around the birth of Jesus Christ in these words  
 
     The years went by one after another.   Each generation of believers hoped the promise would  
     be fulfilled in their time....Under the tyranny of Roman occupation,  
          with the sound of marching soldiers` feet on the streets and  
               the burden of Roman taxes to pay and  
                    the addition of Roman laws to keep and  
                         the sight of Roman cruelty to endure,  
                              the flame of hope in God`s promised Seed flickered  
                                    but did not go out.  
     The days and weeks and months and years passed as they had before with no Word from God  
     until one night that had seemed to be no different from any other....  
     ...a baby cried....  
     Suddenly, the night seemed to split in two!   Without warning, the shepherds were  
     confronted by an angel....The glory of God...enveloped the shepherds....They heard  
     a voice that rang with authoritative intensity..., "Do not be afraid.   I bring you good news  
     of great joy that will be for all the people.   Today in the town of David a Savior has been  
     born to you; he is Christ the Lord.  
     This will be a sign to you: You will find a baby wrapped in cloths and lying in a manger"  
     (pgs 269 -70).
